	Group and classify living things. 
Recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways
Explore and use classification keys to help group, identify and name a variety of living things in their local and wider environment
Recognise  that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things.

	STATES OF MATTER:
Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases
Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C)
Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.

	SOUND:
Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating
Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear
Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it
Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it
Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases.

	ELECTRICITY:
Identify common appliances that run on electricity.
Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers.
Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery.
Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit.
Recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors.

Describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans
Identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions
Construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey.

	HISTORY




	How have children’s lives changed? 
Investigating the changes in children’s lives through time, children learn how children’s spare time, health and work have changed. They explore the most crucial change – work – in more detail, learning about a day in the life of a working child and the significance of Lord Shaftesbury and his impact.
	What did the Ancient Egyptians believe? 
Finding out about Egyptian beliefs, children make inferences about beliefs about the afterlife using primary sources. They investigate pyramids, gods and goddesses, and mummified people to identify Egyptian beliefs before creating a video clip to summarise their findings.
	How did the achievements of the Ancient Maya impact their society and beyond? 
Children explore the achievements of ancient peoples like the Maya by investigating historical and archaeological evidence. Through the observation and analysis of artefacts, children scrutinise their settlement strategies in rainforests, the cultural significance of chocolate and the impact of their beliefs, inventions and decline within and beyond their society.

	GEOGRAPHY




	
Why are rainforests important to us? 
Developing an understanding of biomes, ecosystems and tropics; mapping features of the Amazon rainforest and learning about its layers; investigating how communities in Manaus use the Amazon’s resources; discussing the global human impact on the Amazon; and carrying out fieldwork to compare and contrast two types of forest.
	
Where does our food come from? 
Looking at the distribution of the world’s biomes and mapping food imports from around the world; learning about trading fairly, focusing on Côte d’Ivoire and cocoa beans; exploring where the food for the children’s school dinners comes from and the argument of ‘local versus global’.
	
What are rivers and how are they used? 
Learning about rivers; their place in the water cycle, the name and location of major rivers and how they are used.

	Art and Design skills. 
Drawing: Power prints
Creating an optical illusion print, replicating a plate in the famous willow pattern, carving sculptures out of soap, drawing a collection of still life objects, painting and mixing colours like Paul Cézanne and learning about the role of a ‘curator’

	DT - Torches:

	Sculpture and 3D: Mega Materials 
Exploring how different materials can be shaped and joined and learning about techniques used by artists as diverse as Barbara Hepworth and Sokari ouglas-Camp, children create their own sculptures.
	Cooking and nutrition: Adapting a recipe. 
Our refreshed Y4 cooking and nutrition unit including opportunities for children to learn a basic biscuits recipe and adapt it to suit a target audience.

	MUSIC




	Rock and Roll:
Children will learn about the origin and features of rock and roll music. They will focus on the Hand Jive and Rock around the Clock.
	 Body and tuned percussion (Theme: Rainforests)
A topic of discovery; children will explore the rainforest through music and be introduced to new musical terms. They will also use a mixture of body percussion and tuned percussion instruments as the children create their own rhythms of the rainforest, layer by layer.
	Samba and carnival sounds (Theme: South America)
Children will  get a feel for the music and culture of South America. Children are introduced to samba and the sights and sounds of the carnival. 
	Haiku, music and performance (Theme: Hanami festival)
This Japanese inspired topic looks at the springtime festival of Hanami, which celebrates the fleeting beauty of spring flowers. Children use descriptive vocabulary to create a Haiku, put it to music and finally add percussion sound effects to bring all elements together before a final, group performance.
	Adapting and transposing motifs (Theme: Romans)
Drawing upon their understanding of repeating patterns in music, pupils are introduced to the concept of motifs.
	Changes in pitch, tempo and dynamics (Theme: Rivers)
Learning to listen to changes in pitch, tempo and dynamics and relate it to something tangible and familiar. Linking to their geography learning, the pupils represent different stages of the river through vocal and percussive ostinatos, culminating in a final group performance.
