Dear Parents/Carers,

We are delighted to invite you into school next Thursday, 17th July, at 3.00pm for an exciting information session about our new after-school provision, launching in the new academic year.

We have been working with a new external provider – EcoCoach - who bring a wealth of experience, enthusiasm, and a wide range of engaging activities designed to enrich your child’s time after school. Their child-centred approach is grounded in their ‘Play Their Way’ philosophy, which supports curiosity, independence and confidence through active learning and creative play.

During the meeting, you’ll have the opportunity to learn more about the provision, meet the team, and ask any questions you may have. We hope this session will be both informative, reassuring and give you a clear picture of what to expect.

We are continuing to work closely with Lincolnshire County Council and our legal team to ensure everything is in place for a smooth start in September. Initially, the provision will run from 7.30am until the beginning of the school day each morning and then from 3.30pm to 5.30pm each evening (term time only), ensuring that high-quality supervision is available on site. Once EcoCoach has been officially approved as the ‘Wraparound Care Provider’ for our school through the Ofsted registration process, the hours will extend to 3:30pm until 6pm after school. 

The EcoCoach team will share more information about activities, pricing and booking instructions during the meeting next week and we will then send this out to all families, so that spaces can be secured for September.

Staff from EcoCoach will also spend some time meeting with the children next Thursday afternoon to introduce themselves and give a flavour of the fun, inclusive, and enriching activities that will be on offer. We are looking forward to working with EcoCoach in the new academic year and we are excited to be able to have our own after school club provision on the school site.

We very much hope you can join us next Thursday and look forward to seeing you there.
